Study Leave 
Key lessons and revision continue in all subjects until half term. All students must attend school as normal until Friday 22 May. 
Study leave begins on Monday 1 June. From this date Y11 students are still expected to attend revision lessons in school for subjects that are still outstanding. Students must be in full uniform and sign in and out of reception to attend these lessons. 
Exams 
All Y11 students must remain available until the Contingency Day on Wednesday 24 June should an exam awarding body need to use its contingency plan. 
All students must attend all examinations on their exam timetable. Students have been issued with their exam timetables and these were also sent to parents. If there are any issues or errors please contact the Examinations Officer urgently at Exams@newportschools.wales  
Students should be fully equipped for their exams; pens, pencils, highlighters and rulers are essential, with calculators needed for some examinations.  
All students must be in full uniform for their exams and should arrive at their exam location at least 10 minutes before the published start time.
As per exam board regulations mobile phones, ear-phones (of any type) and watches are not permitted in the examinations.

Record of Achievement 
On Thursday 18th June our Year 11 Record of Achievement (RoA) ceremony will take place.  All students must report to their form room by 9:00am. At 9:30am, we will begin the final formal class photographs. The RoA ceremony will start at 11.30am.  This will last approximately an hour and a half, after which students will be ‘drummed off’ site, as is our tradition. 
It is vital that students attend school in correct uniform, including their blazer, to participate in the RoA ceremony.  Students will have time for spare shirt signing at the end of the RoA ceremony but will not be able to participate in the ceremony if they have writing on the shirt they are wearing, due to the formal nature of the occasion.   
Prom
On the evening of Friday 19th June, for all students that are permitted to attend, the Year 11 Prom will take place at school between 6.00pm and 10.00pm.  Students are welcome to arrive from 5.30pm onwards.  We are all looking forward to this evening where we can celebrate with Year 11. We would ask that parents ensure that their child is safely escorted to the prom and from it at the end of the evening. The cost of the prom is £20 and will need to be paid via Parent Pay which you can access via www.parentpay.com . Payment must be made by Friday 12th June.
